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The Safety Programs of the Veteran of Foreign Wars continues to pro-
vide and promote programs designed to safeguard our communities.
This long-standing commitment to safety has grown through the years to
include every possible program or event associated with safeguarding
people. Be creative and develop a safety activity and REPORT all ac-
complishments on the Department of lllinois Program Reporting Form.
The six basic categories in the National Program are as follows:

1. Highway Safety 2. Pedestrian Safety
3. Recreational Safety 4. Home/Fire Safety
5. Drug Awareness 6. Recognition/Other

1. HIGHWAY SAFETY: Any activity intended to improve individual driv-
ing skills and awareness or activities associated with improving safety in
our vehicles and on our roadways.

2. PEDESTRIAN SAFETY: Any worthwhile activity intended to improve
individual awareness and visibility or non-motorized vehicle riding skills,
awareness and responsibility

3. RECREATIONAL SAFETY: Any organized activity associated with
improving the skills and responsibilities of those individuals engaged in
recreational activities with children and adults.

4. HOME/FIRE SAFETY: Activities designed to promote and inform indi-
viduals within the community about protecting their homes, possessions
and lives are reportable.

5. DRUG AWARENESS: Any program designed to inform and protect
your community from the influence of substance abuse including pre-
scription drugs.

6. RECOGNITION/OTHER: A program to bring public recognition to the
people of the community who spend their work day protecting the lives
and property. Recognizing the heroism/or safety achievements of indi-
viduals in the community. This category may be used to report an activi-
ty that does not fit any of the above categories including cooperation with
other groups and organizations besides the V.F.W.

POST AWARDS
A Special Plaque will be awarded to the top Post in the following Mem-
bership Categories who reports the largest amount of hours, dollars, and
members. These Awards will be presented during our State Convention.
Membership Category 1 - Up to 150 Members
Membership Category 2 - 151-300 Members
Membership Category 3 - 301 Members and up

DISTRICT AWARDS
A Special Plaque will be awarded to the first District Commander who is
100% REPORTED in all six categories of the Department Safety Pro-
gram.
